Background

The Duke and Duchess of Cambridge created a charitable gift fund for those who very generously wished to donate to charity to help the couple celebrate their wedding. Who can apply

· Community groups and local charities in Anglesey, Gwynedd, Flintshire, Conwy, Denbighshire, Wrexham and North Powys for projects whose primary beneficiaries are carers.

· Grants up to £1000 are available

· Grants will not be awarded retrospectively i.e. applications must only request funding for projects at least one month after the closing date
· Applicants must have a group/organisation bank account, as awards cannot be made to individuals or personal bank accounts
