Who is eligible for a grant?

All applicant organisations must:

· Have a bank account in the organisations name, as awards cannot be made to individuals or personal bank accounts

· Be properly constituted

· Be not for profit or a social enterprise/community business

Applicants must be able to provide copies of their constitution and latest audited annual accounts or reports. 

Grants available
Community Project Grants of up to £1500 may be used to support a one-off activity, ongoing activities or for minor capital expenditure e.g.  

· to purchase equipment

· to produce publicity material 

· towards running a pilot project

· to assist with running costs

· equipment or building alterations

· to contribute to the costs of an outing
Exclusions
Grants will not be awarded to:

· Statutory services (except for projects which fall outside of statutory provision)
· Organisations which have large reserves that are not designated for a specific purpose

· Organisations that do not operate in the area of benefit
· Groups not properly constituted

· Retrospective projects i.e.funding for activities that have already taken place
