	Background
The Wales & West Utilities Small Grant Scheme has been set up to support projects and initiatives that address issues affecting children and young people in Wales.

Consideration will be given to projects which:
· Support children in disadvantaged communities
· Build confidence and self-esteem

· Motivate and inspire individuals to fulfill their potential

· Provide diversionary activities which reduce anti-social behaviour

· Improve health and wellbeing
· Encourage social inclusion
· Promote learning and skills development
· Provide advice and guidance 
· Encourage engagement with the broader community e.g. cross-generational initiatives
It has been made available by Wales & West Utilities who transport gas to homes and businesses throughout Wales and the South West.

The company is working in partnership with the Community Foundation in Wales who run the grant scheme. 


	Who is eligible for a Wales & West Utilities grant?
Local community organisations, voluntary groups and charities which run projects for people under the age of 25.
All applicant organisations must:
· Have a bank account, as awards cannot be made to individuals or personal bank accounts

· Be properly constituted

· Be not for profit

· Be able to provide copies of their constitution and latest audited annual accounts or other evidence of income and expenditure


	What can a Wales & West Utilities grant be used for?

 A grant of up to £2,000 may be used to support a one-off activity or for minor capital expenditure e.g.  

· to purchase equipment

· to produce publicity material 

· towards running a pilot project

· to assist with running costs of a specific project
· minor capital works
Please note: proposals should be for discrete, stand-alone projects as grants will not be awarded towards general running costs of an organisation. The scheme is also unlikely to contribute to large projects which are dependent upon mulitple sources of funding.

	How can an application be made to the Wales & West Utilities grant scheme?

Applications can be made to the Wales & West Utilities grant scheme by downloading the relevant grant criteria and application form from the Community Foundation in Wales’ website, www.cfiw.org.uk.
